A Geometry Comic Strip

Comic strips are found in most newspapers. While most are designed to make readers chuckle, may also share a message. Use the following information to create a comic strip that shares a concept, fact, or insight about geometry.

ELEMENTS OF A COMIC STRIP
1.  The story, called a narrative, is told on frames. Frames are also called panels.

2.  Characters may be human or nonhuman.  They should be interesting.

3.  The story is told in captions, which may be either at the top of the frame or the bottom.

4.  Dialogue is written in “speech” balloons.

5.  Art helps to tell the story.

6.  The idea that communicates the message the writer hopes to share is called the punchline.  It may be delivered in the form of a joke, an observation, a play on words, or an amusing situation.

TIPS FOR CREATING A GEOMETRY COMIC STRIP

1. Think about a concept, fact, or insight about geometry you would like to share.

2.  Think of how you can share this idea in the form of a story.  Create interesting characters to help tell your story.

3.  Decide how many frames you will need to tell your story.

4.  Develop your narrative. Remember that you have to tell your story in a limited amount of space.

5.  Develop your punchline out of your story.

6. Sketch rough copies of your comic strip. As you do, pay attention to the relationships between characters and setting. Try to balance your comic strip.

7.  Be neat. Use rulers for straight lines. Words and art should be clear. You may also use computer software to design and create your comic strip.
