*What did you like most about this site?


*What, if anything, did you find uninteresting?

3.  Investigate some of the site’s links. Are they worthwhile? Which one did you find most interesting? Why?

4.  Offer your opinion of this web site. Be sure to back up your opinion with reasons and details.

5.  After reviewing three web sites, rank them 1, 2, and 3 with the best being number 1.
